The
obligation ofabstinenceaffects all Catholics who have
reached the age ofi4. Abstinence in the Catholic
tradition means to absia from meat and all meat
products.

The obligation of fast and abstinence, as a whole,
is a serious obligationWhile failure to observeany
penitential day in itself magiot be considered serious
the failure to observeany penitential days at all, roa
substantial numberof them without good causge
would be considered grave matter Those unable tg
abstain for a valid reason on any given Friday of Lent
are asked to perfornsome other penitential actor to

abstain on another day

As you mayknow, the Memorial of St. Patrick
falls on a Friday this year. For members of the
faithful celebrating this Memorial and who desire it,
Bishop Checchio has commuted the penitential
obligation on March 17 to the obligation to abstain
from meat on another d& that same week.
